WHEREAS:
The Congress of the Republic of Peru has passed the following law:
THE CONGRESS OF THE REPUBLIC OF PERU:
Has passed the following law:

LAW PROVIDING FOR A MORATORIUM ON THE ENTRY AND PRODUCTION
OF LIVING MODIFIED ORGANISMS INTO THE TERRITORY OF PERU FOR A
PERIOD OF 10 YEARS.

Article 1: Purpose of this Law

A ten (10) year moratorium is established to block the entry and production in the
national territory of living modified organisms (LMOs) for cultivation or breeding
purposes, including aquatic organisms, to be released into the environment.

Article 2: Aim of this Law

This Law aims at national capacity building, infrastructure development, and
generating baseline for native biodiversity to allow for appropriate assessment of
LMOs release activities into the environment.

Article 3: Exclusions to this Law
This Law is not intended to be enforced upon:

1. Living modified organisms (LMOs) intended to be used in confined
spaces for research purposes.

2. Living modified organisms (LMOs) used as pharmaceuticals and
veterinary products subject to international treaties to which Peru is a party
and by special laws.

3. Living modified organisms (LMOs) and/or imported products thereof
intended for direct use as food or feed or for processing thereof.
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Living modified organisms (LMOs) excluded from this moratorium shall be subject
to risk analyses previous to the granting of authorization for its use and the
application of measures for risk assessment, management, and communication,
pursuant to the Cartagena Protocol on Biosafety to the Convention on Biological
Diversity (CBD), Codex Alimentarius related to “food derived from modern
biotechnology," Law 27104, Law on the Prevention of Risks Derived from the Use
of Biotechnology, its Regulation, and other applicable sector rules.

Article 4: Accreditation

All genetic material entering into the national territory, except those included in the
exception under Article 3 above, shall provide evidence that it is not a living
modified organism (LMO). Where it is confirmed that the analyzed material is an
LMO, the Competent National Authority shall seize and destroy such material and
shall impose any applicable sanctions.

Article 5: National Focal Point

The Ministry of the Environment is the National Focal Point, pursuant to Article 19
of the Cartagena Protocol on Biosafety to the Convention on Biological Diversity
(CBD); in addition, it shall be responsible for capacity building to fulfill the biosafety
requirements efficiently and transparently and the mechanisms for protection and
promotion of native biodiversity, within a 10-year period.

Article 6: Competent National Authority

The Ministry of the Environment is the Competent National Authority and shall be
responsible for proposing and passing the measures necessary to fulfill the
purpose set out in Article 1 above.

The Ministry of the Environment shall determine the environmental land use
planning to ensure the preservation of centers of origin and biodiversity.

Article 7: Oversight and implementation of preservation policies

The Ministries of Agriculture, Health, and Production and the public agencies
under the Ministry of the Environment, in coordination with the Public Ministry and
the regional and local governments, are responsible for overseeing and
implementing conservation policies for centers of origin and biodiversity, as well as
controlling cross-border trade for which they shall adjust their sectoral, regional,
and local rules and procedures, as appropriate.
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Article 8: Promotion of Scientific Research

The Ministry of the Environment, in coordination with the National Council for
Science, Technology and Technological Innovation (CONCYTEC), is responsible
for promoting capacity building in science and technology at the national
institutions in charge of disseminating the techniques used by modern
biotechnology and biosafety in view of contributing to decision-making of suppliers
and consumers with regard to living modified organisms (LMOs), and promoting
biotechnology based on native genetic resources to achieve its conservation and
competitive economic, social, and scientific development.

Article 9: Multi-sectoral Advisory Commission

A Multi-sectoral Advisory Commission is hereby created for capacity building and
instrument development so as to enable the appropriate management of modern
biotechnology, biosafety, and bioethics.

The Regulations to this Law shall determine the government agency to which it
shall be ascribed, its composition, appointment of representatives, designation of
Technical Secretariat, and other matters related to the functioning of the
Commission.

Article 10: Regulations to the Law

The Executive Branch, within a term of sixty (60) days counted as from the entry
into force of this Law, shall pass the Regulations to this Law, which shall include,
among other matters, provisions on infringement and sanctions.

SUPPLEMENTARY AND FINAL PROVISION
ONLY ONE. Report to the Congress of Peru

The Ministry of the Environment shall report annually to the Congress of Peru on
the progress and outcome of the task charged to this sector, in its capacity as the
National Focal Point and Competent National Authority.

PROVISION OF REPEAL

ONLY ONE. Repeal and annulment of regulations
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Any law in opposition to this Law is hereby repealed and Supreme Decree 003-
2011-AG is hereby annulled.

Articulo 1. Objeto de la Ley

Establécese la moratoria de diez (10) afios que
impida el ingreso y produccion en el territorio nacional de
organismos vivos modificados (OVM) con fines de cultivo
o crianza, incluidos los acuaticos, a ser liberados en el
ambiente.

Articulo 2. Finalidad de la Ley
La presente Ley tiene por finalidad fortalecer las

capacidades nacionales, desarrollar ia infraestructura y
generar las lineas de base respecto de la biodiversidad
nativa, que permita una adecuada evaluacion de las
actividades de liberacion al ambiente de OVM.

Articulo 3. Exclusion de la Ley
Se excluyen de la aplicacién de esta Ley:

1. Los organismos vivos modificados (OVM)
destinados al uso en espacio confinado para fines
de investigacion.

2. Los organismos vivos modificados (OVM) usados
como productos farmacéuticos y veterinarios que

se rigen por los tratados internacionales de los
cuales el pais es parte y hormas especiales.

3. Los organismos vivos modificados (OVM) y/o sus
productos derivados importados, para fines de
alimentacién directa humana y animal o para su
procesamiento.

Los organismos vivos modificados (OVM) excluidos
de fa moratoria, estan sujetos al andlisis de riesgos previo
a la autorizacion de su uso y a la aplicacion de medidas
para la evaluacion, gestion y comunicacioén de riesgo,
de conformidad con el Protocolo de Cartagena sobre
Seguridad de la Biotecnologia del CDB (Convenio sobre la
Diversidad Biologica), el Codex Alimentarius relacionados
a los “Alimentos obtenidos por medios biotecnolégicos
modemnos”, 1a Ley 27104, Ley de Prevencion de Riesgos
Derivados del Uso de ia Biotecnologia, su Reglamento y
demas reglamentos sectoriales correspondientes.

Articulo 4. Acreditacién

Todo material genético que ingrese al territorio nacional,
salvo lo exceptuado en el articulo 3 de la presente Ley, debe
acreditar su condicién de no ser organismo vivo modificado
(OVM). De comprobarse que el materiat analizado es OVM,
la Autoridad Nacional Competente procede a su decomiso y
destruccion y a la aplicacién de la sancion correspondiente.

j . Centro Focal Nacional

El Ministerio del Ambiente es el Centro Focal Nacional,
conforme lo dispone el articulo 19 del Protocolo de Cartagena
sobre Seguridad de 1a Biotecnhologia, cuya finalidad, ademas,
es la de generar las capacidades que permitan cumplir con
los requerimientos de bioseguridad en forma eficaz y
transparente y con los mecanismos de proteccion y fomento
a la biodiversidad nativa, en el periodo de diez afios.

Articulo 6. Autoridad Nacional Competente

El Ministerio del Ambiente es la Autoridad Nacional
Competente y se encarga de proponer y aprobar las
medidas necesarias para el cumplimiento del objetivo
sefalado en el articulo 1 de 1a presente Ley.

E! Ministerio del Ambiente establece el ordenamiento
territorial ambiental que garantice la conservacion de los
centros de origen y la biodiversidad.

Articulo 10. Reglamentacién de la Ley
E! Poder Ejecutivo, en el plazo de sesenta (60)
dias contados a partir de la vigencia de la presente Ley,
promulga el Reglamento de la presente Ley, el mismo
comprende, entre otros, el establecimiento de las
infracciones y sanciones.
