	Risk assessment of living modified microorganisms and viruses; 

	Due to their size and also the nature of microorganisms and viruses with the ability to cause fatal illness and its high rate of mutations (notably virus), LM microbes are the main subject of risk assessment and risk management. This is a very urgent topic that needs further guidance as a lot of work of contained use activities are done involving microorganisms and viruses and sometimes of unknown/unexpected consequences due to the modifications.

	Risk assessment of living modified microorganisms produced through genome editing; 

	Of late, genome editing has been a major molecular techniques that is poorly defined but yet its ability to create LMO is very high. This is further complicated by the fact that genome editing can edit the entire genome, instead of few genes at a time. This is a very urgent topic that needs further guidance.
