Unintentional transboundary movements constitutes of 

· Pollen: movement of pollen from GM crops to non-GM

· Farmer buys unknowingly: ignorant farmers can purchase GM seed unknowingly

· Mix-up in warehouses: eventually having the unintended products purchased.

Where as illegal transboundary movements involves 

· Smuggling of seed by farmers and traders

· The use of fake/false documentation regarding the LMO status of consignments

Information to be exchanged on the BCH

· Events which have been commercialised in parties to the protocol

· Cases of unintentional transboundary movements
· Cases of illegal transboundary movements or plantings
