Roadmap for Risk Assessment of LMOs: Background Materials

How to present the references in the internet list.

I propose that we follow the example of the present list (http://bch.cbd.int/onlineconferences/roadmapref_ahteg_ra.shtml#introduction) in that we provide title, author(s) or institution, year of publication, for journals: bibliographic data, and further information like number of pages.

I propose to present the documents in descending chronological order by year of publication, starting with the most recent ones. 

Publications from the same year are presented in alphabetical order by name of the institution or by first author.
