Baseline: - I can see what Hans is aiming at, but his current suggested change gives a wrong emphasis to ‘conditions’. It could be helpful though to include somewhere (at a different point) in the definition “and may also take into account different agricultural practices currently in use”  (which should give the option for agro-ecological agricultural practices and the resulting conditions as the baseline of choice)
Gene-drive system: - current definition not clear enough and gene-drive systems are not used just in mosquitoes (though referring in this Use of Terms to the guidelines for LM mosquitoes, and hence could say “into an insect population, such as mosquitoes”). 
Could read: Method for introducing spreading a desired gene or gene sequence through into an insect mosquito population, e.g. mosquito population, by utilising selfish or mobile genetic elements (such as transposable elements, ….). 
Gene flow:  - has to entail both “vertical” & “horizontal gene transfer” (agree with Jack’s suggested changes)
Gene product – not sure why Hans suggested the additional text, but if altered as suggested by Hans, then it should have the his whole addition as well as the inclusion of  ‘post-transcriptional modification’ i.e. “through transcription and, if applicable, post-transcriptional modification, translation and post-translational modification”.
Genotypic (characteristics):  - agree as currently defined
Hazard – current: The potential of an organism to cause harm to human health and/or the environment.

New: The potential harm to human health and/or the environment caused by an organism or its use.
Horizontal gene transfer: - agree with Jack’s rational and changes
Likelihood: - brief comment to Hans: I find the inclusion of ‘chance’ helpful, as it has a different notion than probability or possibility and adds to get a fuller meaning of ‘likelihood’ across. Obviously there are different kinds of likelihood, all of which can be described by different mathematical/statistical formulae … hopefully all are covered by our broad general definition.
Introgression: - agree with Jack’s rational but feel that we might be able to find an even clearer definition. I suggest to add  after Jack’s “eventually resulting in some fertile offspring” “or offspring capable of reproduction” as this would include the scenario of apomixis.
Phenotypic (characteristics):  - agree as currently defined
Unintended gene product – the definition/example is too narrow. Will suggest a wider one later.
Vertical gene transfer: - agree with Jack’s rational and changes, as current definition does not include vegetative reproduction, which is clearly a part of vertical gene flow/transfer.
The definition should also include the new text: “also referred to as vertical gene flow”.
